There was no negative feedback on video surveillance technology.

I was hoping for more participation than 7 responses but I read this feedback to say:

We clearly do not want to close north south passage way access.

We want to increase our signage to make sure people realize that they are being watched with video cameras.

Video surveillance is the path of least resistance, no one added or deleted suggestions or provided additional information.

We are clearly mixed on ramp/bridge and driveway gates.

Based on this feedback I propose that we focus on signage and video surveillance as a phase 1 investment in security deterrence.  Then if and when we decide that security gates are of more interest, collect pricing and operation information for a potential phase 2 plan.

Unless, I hear otherwise, I will cleanup the RFP with many provided suggestions. Distribute it out for final approval and then if it accepted send to about 13 vendors of gates and video surveillance products.

The goal is to present a project plan with pricing to the board at the October board meeting. I will ask for an exception to move up this vote at the beginning of the agenda..
